The wiring diagram below shows how to wire a fail secure strike lock into the 2N Helios IP

Verso when powered via External 12v Power Supply. It also shows how to connect an exit
button and 2N Security Relay.
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Connecting the 2N Security Relay requires you to change the settings in the web interface
of the IP Verso in order for it to communicate properly with the relay. Log in to the web
interface by web browsing to the IP address of the IP Verso.

Default Login credentials:

Username: admin
Password: 2n

Then go to the Hardware > Switches page and set the following settings:

Controlled Output: Output 1
Output Type: Security
